Minutes for Review

Chair’s Report
June Henton has agreed to represent Board on Human Sciences (BoHS) on the Association of Public and Land-grant Universities Legislation and Policy Committee.  Soyeon Shim has been asked to serve on the Social Science Committee of ESCOP.  This works out perfectly for Soyeon to take over Cheryl Achterberg’s role as ESCOP representative on the Board.
 Treasurer’s Report 
The Executive Committee approved a $5,000 increase to the budget for the Spring Conference due to the number of speakers.  Other than that the finances are basically the same as reported in detail at the Association of Public and Land-grant Universities Conference in November.
Strategic Initiatives 
Website

Eddie reported they are waiting on additional material, uploading pictures and planning a meeting with Eddie, David, Carol and Liz during the Spring Conference to discuss the website.
The Military Families Working Group 
The group is planning to have a conference call soon.  We have determined to have efficient planning and communications it is easier to have one leader for the group.  Briana Nelson Goff from Kansas State University has agreed to lead this group.

The Childhood Obesity Working Group
Mary Gray and Cheryl Achterberg are working on recruiting additional group members.  The group has been working on the Childhood Obesity session at the BoHS/CAFCS Conference and the website.
Family Financial Management & Education

Family Finance was emphasized in the National Institute of Food and Agriculture (NIFA) webinar earlier today.  This encouraged a brief discussion about the initiatives, their purpose and if we are ready to implement another working group.  The purpose of the initiatives are to influence and enhance funding primarily through federal funding, take advantage of capacities and increase visibility.  It would be ideal f there is an institution that has a niche we could implement on a larger scale.  Several of our member institutions currently have programs (Iowa, Georgia, Ohio, etc.) and others are planning to implement programs (Virginia, Texas Tech., Kansas State, etc.).  There appears to be a lot of momentum to move forward.  The Board should take the lead in initiating conversation on this issue and see how we can move forward.  Another priority we may want to consider and weigh interest in is the Women in Working Lands initiative, which is also a new area of focus for United States Department of Agriculture.
Logic Model
Jorge, Carol and Liz presented edits made to the Logic Model in December.  The edits were approved and the updated logic model will be posted on the website.  
Vice-Chair for Program Report
Enthusiasm is generating for the upcoming BoHS/CAFCS Join Spring Conference.  We hope the Board members are planning to attend and have registered.  So far, we have 28 people registered for the conference and 17 hotel rooms reserved.  If you are having problems booking your hotel room with the group, email Eddie.  If the BoHS and CAFCS Executive meetings are at the same time, this will be a problem for Gearldean.
Eddie is working on a meeting at Association of Public and Land-grant Universities on Wednesday, March 2 for the Board on Human Sciences (Board on Human Sciences (BoHS) Board of Directors.  Peter will be in the office.  Who else would we like to invite and what would we like to discuss? The main thing we would like address are our appreciation of the Memorandum of Understanding and the lack of a plenary session at 2010 APLU Conference.  We would like to invite Ian Maw and Howard Gobbstein in hopes that we can help them understand that we cover areas they may not think of us for.  For example early childhood could easily impact math & science in later years.
Carol will work with Carolyn Jackson from AAFCS to set-up a meeting with Vicki Hartzler the new State Representative from Missouri who serves on the Committee on Agriculture and the Committee on Armed Services while we are in Washington.  The meeting could be the same time as the meeting with APLU leaders, so the Board will have to divide into two groups and reconnect at lunch.
Executive Director, APLU Staff, and Liaison Reports

All APLU business has been covered, with the exception of Linda Kay Benning’s change in responsibilities.  She still works with APLU cooperative Extension supporting Jan Schuhardt.  She is also the Northeast Region Cooperative Extension Executive Director.
Ray Bye announced that February 14, 2011 the President’s budget for FY 2012 should be released.
Mary Gray announced the new Dietary Guidelines report is out.
BoHS Liaison Representatives/Alternates Reports 
There were no reports from ACOP, FAEIS or Task Force on Program Advancement.
ECOP briefed Extension leadership on Excellence in Extension Award via webinar.  Nominations are due June 1, 2011.  Jorge suggested we pull from the pool of Board on Human Sciences (BoHS) Engagement Award nominees/recipients to nominate for the Excellence in Extension Award.  This would increase our visibility.  At APL Jane Schuhardt reported a renewal of interest in education to low-income families on energy conservation.  There is a joint effort in the works between United States Department of Agriculture and Department of Energy.  In addition, Snap-Ed guidance is being given to States.  This will affect how it is implemented in the States.  At this point we don’t know how it will change.
Soyeon Shim will be our new ESCOP representative.  Eddie will be sure she receives the necessary information and is added to the proper distribution lists.

BAC has been very active with Cornerstone building-up to the President’s FY 2012 Budget.  We are trying to hold on to what we have gained the last two years.  Cornerstone is trying to gather impact statements from each state.  We have asked our members to work with others on campus to address this, especially Agriculture.  Billie wil keep her finger on the pulse of this.  The next BAC meeting is Feb. 10-11, 2011. 
June Henton is representing Board on Human Sciences (BoHS) on the Committee on Legistlation and Policy.  The committee looked at EFNEP going from 9 million to such sums that are needed.  They are going through line item by line item.  It is a long haul and will continue at the next meeting Feb. 9-10, 2011.
Other Business

We will ask Briana Goff and Lynne Borden to represent Board on Human Sciences (BoHS) at the 2011 Department of Defense (DoD)/United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) Family Resilience Conference in Chicago April 26-29.
Soyeon Shim will be the National Institute of Food and Agriculture (NIFA) visiting sponsor, giving her a chance to talk with Roger Beachy.  She would be happy to talk about her experience to the Board/Membership at the Spring Conference.  We will add her to the Board Agenda.  We asked to post her presentation on the web, but are not sure how that will work since it is a live presentation.  Dr. Beachy has to curtail his travel, but has been and will continue to travel to universities for award announcements.  If he is on campus, Board on Human Sciences (BoHS) members should try to meet with him either formally or informally.  We should invite Dr. Beachy and Katherine Wotecki to the Spring Conference.

We should consider having a Board Retreat this year.  Please think about it and come with ideas to discuss in March.  Be prepared with ways Board on Human Sciences (BoHS) could subsidize costs.
