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I. Welcome, Roll Call, Approval of Agenda and Update - Billie Collier and Board Members

· Welcome – Billie Collier welcomed Board members, including the newly elected members, and asked them to introduce themselves by sharing highlights of their current work. Lisa Lauxman of USDA/NIFA attended as a liaison for 4-H and Youth Development programs.

· Adoption of agenda – The agenda was approved as presented.

· Board Meeting Minutes – November 2010 and March 2011: The minutes were approved as presented and will be placed on the BoHS website at www.thebohs.org.  

· Minutes of April, June, August, September and October conference calls (Attachment #1-B) Changes were suggested to this set of minutes from four conference calls.  Pam White, Billie Collier and Eddie Gouge volunteered to edit the minutes and send the corrections to the Executive Director to make the changes in the permanent records. The editorial changes were made and the minutes are posted at www.thebohs.org. 

· Chair’s Report – Billie Collier presented highlights of a written report. Dr. Collier identified involvement with senior USDA/NIFA administrators and APLU leaders as two of the highlights. Specifically, she noted that the REE (Research, Extension and Economics) meeting in Minneapolis in June and the briefing at APLU in August helped advance the visibility of the Human Sciences in higher education. The goal is to assure that Human Sciences (Family and Consumer Sciences) is viewed as an essential component of the U.S. Department of Agriculture. Dr. Collier indicated that the work toward incorporation and non-profit status of the Board on Human Sciences will continue into early 2012. Dr. Collier will present the BoHS report at the CFERR (Commission on Food, Environment and Renewable Resources) meeting during the APLU conference.




II. Financial Reports – Gearldean Johnson and Carol Kellett 
Secretary-Treasurer Gearldean Johnson and Executive Director Carol Kellett presented a written and verbal report on the income, expenditures and financial status of the Board on Human Sciences. With a slight increase in membership and several institutions that did not yet renew, the income is slightly below the predicted amount. The support for Board members and other liaisons to participate in conferences and events has increased expenses slightly about budgeted levels. Funding of programs and projects at the current level requires more funding than annual dues and is dependent on investment income. It can be noted that expenditures and investment income are analyzed each quarter of the fiscal year. The overall financial health of the Board on Human Sciences is excellent. The current levels of investment income and expenditures provide a balance that can fund the BoHS for approximately two years.

III. REE/USDA/APLU Meeting Update – Billie Collier, Jorge Atiles, Pam White, Carol Kellett

· Review of AFRI-NIFA RFAs 	for “human dimension” language: The Board conducted a “retreat” prior to their Board of Directors meeting to discuss the progress toward review of the RFA language for USDA grant proposals draft of the “Human Dimension” document requested by the USDA/NIFA administrators. Committees were formed. The recommendations were due in mid-December. All reports were received by early January 2012. The RFA Review Committee Chairs and the BoHS Executive Director will compile the report to the USDA/NIFA administrators. Caroline Crocoll noted that the definition of Family and Consumer Sciences in the USDA/NIFA Institute of Youth, Family and Community should be included in the suggested RFA language.

· Human Sciences Impact Statement for USDA – The Board of Directors retreat included a work session to discuss the Impact Statement prior to the dinner. After reaching consensus regarding the nature of suggested revisions, Billie Collier and Carol Kellett agreed to revise the foundation statement; Jorge Atiles volunteered to prepare a statement of public value, Stephan Wilson will focus on the importance of sustainable change and Soyeon Shim will draft a segment about the impact of the “supply chain” on a sustainable environment. After the revision is compiled, members of the Board of Directors will be invited to comment. Review of the edited “Impact of the Human Dimension Statement will be included in the agenda for the next Board of Directors conference call.

IV. BoHS Awards Breakfast Event at APLU Conference: Sunday, November 13, 2011 at 8:30 am. 
Carol Kellett reported that the awardees include: Lifetime Achievement – Penny Ralston; Public Service – Mary Gray; Undergraduate Research – Matthew Hickey; Engagement - Elizabeth Carroll, East Carolina University. Co-hosts at the door are Pam White and Gearldean Johnson and the arrangements coordinator is Jorge Atiles. There are more than 50 guests registered for the 2011 awards event and a slide show as well as selected speakers will highlight the awards ceremony. A press release will be sent to the award recipients and posted on the website, www.thebohs.org.

V. Board of Directors Election and Nomination of Officer Candidates
The newly elected Board of Directors members are Tammy Bray, Linda Fox and Chris Ladisch. Billie Collier led the Board of Directors in nomination and election of the new officers who will assume their leadership roles at the March 2012 BoHS conference. The results of the election were that Pamela White of Iowa State University will serve as the President/Chair and Soyeon Shim will be the Vice President/Chair for Program.

VIII.   BoHS Spring Meeting and Obesity Prevention Summit: March 6 to 9, 2012 
· Agenda, speakers and budget request for Obesity Summit
Carol Kellett noted that participation in all Summit program sessions and events are included in BoHS Annual Meeting Registration. An outstanding array of nationally acclaimed scholars has been asked and most have accepted the invitation to be speakers at the Summit. 

Billie Collier, Laura Jolly and Carol Kellett reviewed the agenda for the March 2012 BoHS Conference and the Youth Obesity Prevention Summit. Dr. Kellett presented a proposed budget to support outstanding speakers and facilitators for the Youth Obesity Prevention Summit. The Board of Directors voted to approve the estimated costs of $17,500 to support the Summit meeting. Approximately $13,500 of the anticipated expenditures is included in the 2011-2012 budget, and the anticipated additional costs are approximately $4,000.

· Board of Directors Events during Spring Meeting – The Board of Directors will meet on Tuesday, March 6, 2012 from 3:00 to 8:00 p.m.  Board members will serve as facilitators for some of the program sessions. The BoHS Business Meeting is scheduled on Friday, March 9, 2012 from 8:30 to 10:30 a.m. and the BoHS Conference concludes with discussion of action steps scheduled from 10:45 to 11:45 a.m. on Friday.

IX. 	Executive Director Projects and Update (Attachment #9)
· Incorporation and non-profit status of BoHS – Carol Kellett has continued work with Clayton Skaggs, a Manhattan, Kansas attorney who specializes in advising non-profit organizations and corporations. Mr. Skaggs has conducted research and presented recommendations. The Ad 


Hoc BoHS Advisory Committee -- Steve Jorgensen, Virginia Moxley, Gearldean Johnson, Billie Collier and Carol Kellett – will confer with Mr. Skaggs to recommend action regarding 1) incorporation status and 2) application for IRS 501(c)(3) approval as a non-profit organization to bring BoHS into compliance with regulations for a non-profit organization.
 
· Archives location – status of recommendation 
Executive Director Carol Kellett has organized the file records of the Board on Human Sciences from 1967 through 2010. Also, she has researched three possible locations for the archives, including Cornell University (where the AAFCS archives are located), Kansas State University and the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign. At this time, further research is ongoing regarding Cornell and K-State to determine organization methods, costs and access to the archives. 
		
· BoHS Project Inventory
Since the late 1980s, the Board on Human Sciences has conducted a Project Inventory every five years to determine the nature of grant and foundation funding to BoHS units. The study has been compiled in a book format, providing comparative data about the funders, nature of research, outreach and education programs that have external support and other important information. Dr. Kellett recommended that the Board of Directors recommend that a Project Inventory be conducted in 2012. Following an extensive discussion, Linda Fox and Tammy Bray volunteered to bring a recommendation forward before or during the March 2012 Board of Directors meeting. 

· Status of BoHS/APLU web site
