Call to Order, Welcome and Approval of Agenda
BoHS Chair Billie Collier welcomed the Board Members to the meeting at 1:00 p.m. CDT.  Participants are highlighted in bold on the above list.  The agenda was approved with minor revisions.  The agenda also noted that reports from Board and liaison representatives as well as March meeting minutes will be presented at the next Board conference call.

Marjorie Kostelnik announced that due to an influx of staff changes she must resign from the BoHS Board of Directors in order to focus her time and attention on her new staff.  Laura Jolly was nominated to replace Marjorie as the Program Chair, finishing the final year of Marjorie’s term.  Laura accepted the nomination and it was approved by the Board.

Advancing the Human Sciences: Report of BoHS Correspondence with NIFA 
The Board was asked to read the attached letter from BoHS to Caroline Crocoll, USDA-National Institute of Food and Agriculture.  The letter outlines BoHS concern regarding the draft plan for Research, Education, Economics Office which excludes key areas such as family financial security, housing, sustainable products and environments or lifespan human development.  The letter also gives Caroline accolades for her instrumental role in the Division of Family and Consumer Sciences and the Institute of Youth, Family and Community and that the BoHS looks forward to working with her to accomplish her visionary strategic plan.

In response to the letter,  Dr. Otto will pull-out and respond to areas addressed to him and Dr. Wotecki for comment.  Dr. Wotecki’s office was grateful for the input sent regarding the REEO plan.  They couldn’t include all areas, but would include what they could.  Caroline also spent time with Dr. Beachy to discuss the work of the Human Sciences and the BoHS letter.  Dr. Beachy said he will respond to the letter directly from his office this week concerning the internal issues.  Caroline asked him to look at FCS/Human Sciences issues in NIFA priorities thru AFRI, due to the increase in AFRI funding during budget cuts.


Advancing the Human Sciences: Response to Research, Education and Economics Draft Plan 
from Dr. Catherine Wotecki
Human Sciences is not as visible as it should be.  There is no mention of FCS and little to no mention of the Institute of Family, Youth and Community.  Caroline Crocoll feels that anywhere 4-H and youth development is mentioned, FCS should also be mentioned.  She also feels we need to reconnect FCS and nutrition education.  The Board on Agriculture Assembly (BAA) has written a response, but is waiting on our response for inclusion.  We should also write our own response.  It was suggested a fly-in meeting with Dr. Wotecki be scheduled June 8&9 to include Billie, Jorge and Carol.  The FCS Alliance is having an internal launch at the AAFCS meeting in June.  After the internal launch there will be an external launch, which will include Dr. Wotecki and booth exhibiting.  Caroline would like to be a part of these interactions to get the conversation started.

Advancing the Human Sciences: Development of a Human Sciences Roadmap (AES Research)
Billie Collier, Eddie Gouge, Carol Kellett and Liz Gaume had a conference call with Dan Rossi in regards to developing a Human Sciences Roadmap.  He explained that the Experiment Station Roadmap was created to identify gaps in Ag related research.  The group felt that point number 7 in their Roadmap related directly to the Human Sciences.  Since there were several areas relevant to the Human Sciences the group decided it was best to engage in the Experiment Station Roadmap rather than create our own.  There were seven grand challenges identified and 5 writers, one of which was from the Human Sciences.  ECOP is also creating a Roadmap that will include all of the Human Sciences.  This could be another place the BoHS can insert itself.  While we are a prime group to fulfill these needs for these groups, we need to be more visible.  The Department of Energy and many other government agencies are taking notice and inquiring about partnering with USDA NIFA Institute of Family, Youth and Community.  ASCOP is also getting involved in roadmaps.  To be included we need to have strong initiatives and work with program leaders to advance the big picture.  Several BoHS Board members volunteered to read and evaluate grand challenges in the ESCOP roadmap (Stephan Jorgensen – 7, Pam White- 5 and Soyeon Shim- 3).  On the next BoHS Board call they will bring back some ideas so the BoHS can move forward Human Sciences initiatives within the roadmaps.  Carol will convene a call for the group to combine ideas in preparation for the next Board call. 

BoHS Strategic Initiatives 
The Childhood Obesity Working Group has had several conference calls and will have a finalized plan to the Board soon.  The group has looked at the wide research being done and the REE plan’s impact on the issue.  There is a researcher in California working in food pantries who plans to pilot a program and implement it in several places.  The program can demonstrate a sociological & ecological model that impacts issues facing society today.

Brent Elrod made a presentation (to the community resources economic development officers 10 days ago on military families).  They are excited about rural development and would like to join forces and have a liaison to BoHS.  Holly Petraeus has been working with Susan Shockey at USDA.

Potential BoHS Initiatives
After discussing the options, the Board decided to pursue the initiatives of Family Financial Management, Security and Education and Human Sustainability.  We can wordsmith these titles after reading June Henton’s paper on Human Sustainability.  A copy of June’s paper will be forwarded to the Board.  

Upcoming Conference Call Topics
The following topics will be covered in the next BoHS Board call: logic model, The Kellett Group change in structure and BoHS Management.

Eddie mentioned that The Board of Agriculture Assembly invited BoHS and the Board on Veterinary Medicine to co-sponsor a session on health problems associated with agriculture.
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
