Welcome, Roll Call, Approval of Agenda and Update - Billie Collier and Board Members
BoHS Chair Billie Collier welcomed Board Members to the meeting at 11:00 a.m. EDT.  Participants are highlighted in bold on the above list.  The agenda was approved with minor revisions. Reports from Board and liaison representatives will be presented in the next Board conference call.

BoHS Awards – Selection of Reviewers 
Pam White, Soyeon Shim and Eddie Gouge agreed to serve as the BoHS Awards Review Committee for 2011. Each of the reviewers evaluated and ranked each of the nominees for the four awards. There are excellent candidates for each of the awards this year. 

Board of Directors Nominations 
Virginia Clark Johnson, past chair of the BoHS Board of Directors, agreed to chair the 2011Nominating Committee for the BoHS Board of Directors. Other members of the Nominating Committee include Gearldean Johnson and Maria Canabal. The Nominating Committee members will seek six candidates for the Board of Directors. There are three positions available on the Board of Directors. Newly elected Board members will be invited to participate in the November 2011 APLU/BoHS meeting and will begin their term of office officially on January 1, 2012.

NIFA Director Nomination
With the resignation of Roger Beachy as Director of the National Institute of Food and Agriculture (NIFA), a search for a replacement will be initiated. BoHS members are encouraged to nominate outstanding leaders in the human sciences as potential candidates for this role. Dr. Chavonda Jacobs-Young has been named interim NIFA Director and attended the Research, Education, and Economics Strategic Planning Meeting in early June where Billie Collier, Jorge Atiles and Carol Kellett represented BoHS.

Proposal for Budget Revision 
Carol Kellett presented a proposal to revise the BoHS contract with The Kellett Group LLC. In order to move forward on placing historic BoHS materials in a university archive and to address the status of incorporation and IRS non-profit (501c3) approval, she requested an additional allocation for the executive director’s office during summer 2011. A revised BoHS budget with this change included was also presented for consideration. Dr. Kellett left the call so the Board members could discuss the request. The revised budget was approved as presented. 

REE/USDA/APLU Strategic Meeting Update – Billie Collier, Jorge Atiles, Carol Kellett
Following the early June REE Strategic Planning meeting conversations with Chavonda Jacobs-Young, Ann Bartuska and Catherine Woteki, BoHS is submitting a request to present a briefing regarding the Board on Human Sciences and the role of the USDA/NIFA Division of Family and Consumer Sciences. The request will be for a meeting during the summer months. (Note: Following this request, the briefing was scheduled and held on August 25, 2011 at APLU Headquarters. In addition to information regarding BoHS, participants distributed the NIFA Priorities Survey for Family and Consumer Sciences conducted by BoHS/The Kellett Group

Report of BoHS Correspondence with NIFA 
BoHS leaders have been corresponding with USDA and NIFA administrators to enhance awareness and visibility of the organization and the discipline. This correspondence will continue as we strive to position Family and Consumer Sciences as a vital component of integrative programs in the agricultural sciences. Detailed information is included in the minutes of the BoHS Board of Directors conference call on April 25, 2011.

BoHS Strategic Initiatives 
June Henton has accepted the invitation to service as the BoHS Liaison for the initiative, Feed the Future. APLU is one of the higher education organizations advancing this initiative to address issues related to global hunger and health. Dr. Henton will report to BoHS at the November APLU meeting.  

Mary McPhail Gray, Cheryl Achterberg and Carol Kellett are designing a Youth Obesity Prevention Summit conference a feature of the March 2012 BoHS meeting. Faculty and administrators in the human sciences and related disciplines such as public health and youth development will be invited to attend the Summit, scheduled on March 7 and 8, 2011 in the Arlington, Virginia area.

Upcoming Priorities and Conference Call Topics
Priorities for summer conference calls include designing a format for the logic model, settling into the new structure with a Communications Director, BoHS web site(s), archives and incorporation/IRS status. The Board would like to pursue Financial Literacy as an emerging initiative.
