Welcome, Roll Call, Approval of Agenda and Update - Billie Collier and Board Members
BoHS Chair Billie Collier welcomed Board Members to the meeting at 10:00 a.m. EDT.  Participants are highlighted in bold on the above list.  The agenda was approved as presented. Carol Kellett indicated that minutes of the April and June BoHS Board of Directors conference calls will be provided during the October conference call.

REE/USDA/APLU Meeting Update – Billie Collier, Jorge Atiles, Pam White, Carol Kellett
On August 25, 2011 Billie Collier (via conference call), Jorge Atiles, Pam White and Carol Kellett presented a briefing to Catherine Woteki, Ann Bartuska, Chavonda Jacobs-Young, Ralph Otto, Muquarrab Qureshi, Caroline Crocoll and Brent Elrod of USDA/NIFA.  Eddie Gouge represented APLU and Carolyn Jackson represented the Family and Consumer Sciences Alliance and AAFCS. At the meeting, we communicated our mission, goals, achievements and collaborative partnerships.  Our overall goal of the meeting was to encourage USDA leaders to enhance visibility and support for the Division of Family and Consumer Sciences and related programs of excellence.  We had an excellent and encouraging discussion, resulting in several outcomes that need follow-up actions. Collectively, we identified the need to incorporate the “human dimension into the RFAs developed for funding from NIFA, and particularly in the five NIFA priority areas of Global Food Security and Hunger, Climate Change and Environment, Sustainable Energy, Childhood Obesity, and Food Safety.  Also, BoHS members were invited to present an “impact statement” that describes the role of Family and Consumer Sciences and the “human dimension” in agricultural sciences.

Board of Directors Nominations and Election
Carol Kellett thanked Virginia Clark Johnson and Nominating Committee members for their service in compiling an excellent slate of candidates for the Board of Directors. Ballots are due by September 15, 2011. Candidates are Nina Lyon-Bennett, Tammy Bray, Linda Kirk Fox, Linda Hoover, Chris Ladisch and Greg Sanders. Billie reminded the Board members that officers will be elected at their November meeting. Newly elected Board members will be invited to participate in the November 2011 APLU/BoHS meeting and will begin their term of office officially on January 1, 2012.

Briana Nelson Goff submitted a written report of progress in the Military Families Initiative that focused on a Pentagon visit in March 2011 and the resolution passed by BoHS. Mary Gray and Cheryl Achterberg presented a written report of the Youth Obesity Prevention Initiative that described plans for program sessions during the March 2012 BoHS Annual Meeting.

Action Item – Engagement Award – Jorge Atiles 
Jorge Atiles presented a motion to revise the criteria for the BoHS Engagement Award. Board members asked several questions and Jorge responded. The motion for approval passed unanimously. The new criteria will be implemented in seeking nominations for the 2012 award.

BoHS Spring Meeting: March 6 to 9, 2012 
Billie, Laura and Carol described highlights of plans for the March 2012 BoHS Annual Meeting. Members made several suggestions for program topics and speakers. At this time, it is anticipated that a “Summit on Youth Obesity Prevention” will be included as a component of the conference with registration also available to individuals who do not attend the BoHS sessions. The discussion concluded with comments and ideas regarding the schedule for the conference.

Executive Director Update
Carol Kellett began her presentation by discussing work toward researching the status of incorporation of BoHS. The advising attorney, Clayton Skaggs, issued an opinion letter that was reviewed by the Ad Hoc Committee.  In addition to deciding whether BoHS should be an incorporated or unincorporated organization, we will need to file official documents based on our choice of those two options. Also, the name change was not submitted to the IRS. Therefore, BoHS is required to submit a new application for non-profit status. Mr. Skaggs will advise on both application processes. The Ad Hoc Committee includes: Steve Jorgensen, Virginia Moxley, and Gearldean Johnson.
		
During summer 2011, Carol Kellett reviewed three universities as possible locations for the BoHS Archives. The archives through 2009 are organized, indexed and ready to be sent to the location where they will be housed. In preliminary contacts, Carol recommended that Kansas State University and Cornell be considered as two preferred locations. She will consult with archivists on both campuses before making a recommendation for placement. 

The executive director has helped to coordinate USDA/REE/NIFA advocacy, including the briefing at APLU on August 25, 2011.  Other activities focus on APLU visibility, the status of BoHS and APLU web sites, the responsibilities and role of the Communications Director,  and coordination of planning for the March 2012 BoHS Annual Meeting. Carol concluded her report by noting that the BoHS Board of Directors meets on Saturday evening, November 12, 2011 prior to the APLU conference. Dinner will be served.
