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BUSINESS MEETING MINUTES
BoHS outgoing Chair April Mason welcomed the group.  Member and guests introduced themselves.  The Agenda was approved.
The minutes for the February 2009 Business Meeting and  November 2009 Business Meeting were approved as presented.
Chair’s Report
April Mason reported that during the past year, the APLU Board on Human Sciences (BoHS) pursued goals, including:  1) advocacy for the human sciences in Farm Bill implementation policies, 2) communication with USDA administrators with regard to structure and appropriations for NIFA, REEO and AFRI, 3) convening the 2009 annual BoHS joint meeting with CAFCS and the first BoHS Webinar, 4) activities to “re-invent” the branding and strategic plan of the organization, 5) deliberations regarding the proposed restructure of the APLU and the best position for BoHS within the organization, and 6) developing language for the human sciences so that the BoHS, USDA,  NEAFCS, AAFCS and other organizations begin to speak with “one voice,” and 7) presentation of three awards to outstanding leaders in the human sciences.

We have agreed to continue our relationship with Board on Agriculture Assembly through our involvement on their Budget and Advocacy Committee.  At the same time we plan to broaden our focus, by strengthening our current relationships and exploring additional opportunities with other federal agencies.
April Mason started a new position as Provost at Kansas State University in January and will not be able to finish her term as BoHS Chair.  Billie Collier from Florida State University has agreed to finish out April’s term.  Billie has been involved with BoHS for several years.  She is currently a member of the BoHS Executive Board and serves as Program Chair.

The Board of Directors were extremely disappointed with the meeting scheduled at APLU this morning.  The Board was to meet with Peter McPherson, the President of APLU, and a number of the Vice Presidents of the organization.  Apparently there was a mix up on the calendar and the BoHS Board ended up meeting with only two APLU Vice Presidents, Ian Maw and David Shulenburger.  In response, April plans to construct a letter to Peter McPherson letting him know of our disappointment in not being able to speak to him face to face, our summary of the meeting at APLU and how we would like to see things proceed.  We would also like to copy Michael Martin, the President of CFERR, on the letter and have April follow-up with a phone call.  Steve and Billie have agreed to work with April in constructing the letter.

Program Report

Since Billie Collier will be moving into the Chair’s position, Marjorie Kostelnik from the University of Nebraska has graciously volunteered to take over as Vice-Chair for Programs.  Members attend BoHS conferences for the teaching, outreach, research focus and administrator focus.  At the next APLU meeting members would like to see BoHS be visible in present organization.  We are working on getting Dr. James Heckman to be our keynote speaker at the 2010 APLU Conference.  We plan to be in Washington, DC for the 2011 Spring Conference. Once a date and time are finalized we will let everyone know.  It has yet to be decided if it will be a joint conference or not.
Treasurer’s Report

The budget analysis and financial report were approved with an increase to APLU Speaker expenses to $5,000, APLU Conference event expenses increased to $2,000, the addition of $5,000 for staff travel expenses and changing the name of the BAC Committee Assessment Fee to the BAA Advocacy Fee.

We briefly discussed membership dues, since several universities were attending the conference who had not paid membership dues.  After the conference invoices will be sent to these members with a note saying how happy we were to see them at the conference and hope they decide to continue their membership with BoHS.  Steve requested a list of new members be emailed to him.  It would be nice to find ways we could involve more people in leadership positions or on committees.

Staff and Liaisons Report

A very detailed Executive Director report and proposal were handed out at the meeting.  

The 2011 budget document for AFRI was passed out during the APLU report.  It was suggested that BoHS select award nominees early as all APLU deadlines for program material have been moved drastically forward.

Ray Bye, our Council on Government Affairs (CGA) reported  that he has talked to task program leaders and invited 2 to the conference, Allison Rosenberg and ????

USDA hand-outs were passed out to the group with a summary and final outcomes of the FCS Strategic Planning session attended by Jorge, Carol and Liz earlier in February.

Committee Activity Reports and Recommendations for Action

Academic Committee on Organization and Policy: the representative governing body of the Academic Programs Section.  Laura Jolly reported ACOP Excellence in teaching awards are due March 15.
Food and Agricultural Education Information System: a project together and compile a broad range of higher education information related to the food and agricultural sciences (agriculture, forestry, renewable natural resources, human sciences/family and consumer sciences, veterinary medicine/veterinary science, and closely allied fields). It provides empirical information for use in planning, benchmarking, and coordinating efforts directed towards supporting higher education in the food, agricultural, and natural resource sciences. The system is managed by Virginia Tech www.faeis.gov. Steve Jorgensen suggested sending a request to universities wanting to be a part of FAEIS who are not a BoHS member to join.  He also reminded everyone that FAEIS data should be updated annually.  This is as close to benchmarking as we have, please take time to respond when the request comes.
Extension Committee on Organization and Policy:  the representative governing body of the Cooperative Extension Section.  Jorge Atiles provided a hand-out for ECOP.  They have been working to increase Smith Leaver and AFRI funding.  Supported AFRI budget request, but increased all formula funding.  Work to meet President’s goals.
Experiment Station Committee on Organization and Policy: the representative governing body of 5 the Experiment Station Section.  Cheryl Achterberg was not present, so there was no ESCOP report.
Billie Collier reported that for the Task Force on Program Advancement (AAFCS/HEU) Ginny Vincenti has been working on a database of human sciences/FCS organizational structures that can be searchable.  There is a snag on finding a database manager.  Ginny would also like to partner with someone to find funding for getting the database working and maintaining it.  Dennis said he has a good database person who could look at it.  Billie will get him the access information.
We have thoroughly discussed the BAC throughout the Board meeting, so no report was given here.
Dennis will be contacted soon about the Farm Bill Committee, which is now the Committee on Legislation and Policy.
